● Scissors
● Paper clip

What to do:
● Cut out your barn owl outline and colour in.
● Fold the front edge of the wings downwards along the

dotted line.
● Fold body into a shallow 'v' along dashed line. 
● Put paperclip on front and fly your barn owl, you may

need to adjust the weight.
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Barn owls swallow
their prey whole and then regurgitate bits

they can’t eat, like bones and hair. These bits turn into hard

lumps called pellets.
