As you walk the kilometre

(1,050 yards) to the beach, the
change in landscapes and wildlife
is amazing. You'll pass wading
birds and wildfow! including some
beautiful breeding birds in spring
and summer. The path is easily
accessible to wheelchair users.

[l Fen trail

This 200 metre (220 yard) trail
and boardwalk ends at the fen
hide with brilliant views across
the reedbed. Along the way, look
out for a variety of native plants,
such as woody nightshade, and
birds, such as long-tailed tits.

[ ] Meadow trail

This 100 metre (110 yard)
boardwalk links the fen trail to
the west bank path. A peaceful
walk where you might see wild
orchids, dragonflies and
butterflies.
